RIPPON LEA'S GARDEN

n 22 May 1984. operations

commenced on the restoration
of the great [emery at Rippon

Lea, and this work has remained the
main thrust of the efforts of the garden
staff to this date. At the time of writing,

completion of the work seems likely to
be realized by mid-December ot’ the cur-
rent year.

Major tasks associated with the
restoration of the fernery have been the
replacement of the wooden laths over
the roof of the structure, the replace-

ment of all securing pins lying in the
metal component, the waterproofing and
stabilising oi the supporting iron col-
umns, the painting of the entire wooden-
work of the fernery. the total restitution

of all the rock features within the in-
terior. the establishment of an in-ground
irrigation network as well as providing
an overhead water system, the rejuvena-
tion of exterior garden beds and paths to
the east and west of the [emery and, of
course. the replanting of the ferns
themselves. It is worth noting here the
outstanding contribution made by the
Fern Society of Victoria, without whose
help the acquisition of the fem plants
would have been exceedingly difficult
and expensive.

A fully comprehensive report on the
completed {emery project will appear at
a later date.

One of the very important facets of
the restoration 0! the [emery and one of
the real success stories has been the re-
establishment of the rock feature within
